I'll try addressing Jack and Ron's concemns, although | will probably not be able to completely satisfy everyone completely.

There are certainly some tax exempt foundations which are a huge part of the problem, but there are others who are taking positive steps with their money. For example, PERC
gets about 90% of their funding through foundations. This amounts to around $2,000,000 per year for PERC alone, which is a good rights.
(http:iiwww . perc orgiwhofunds php ) So not ALL tax exempt foundations are a problem. Additionally, our opponents are funded with MILLIONS of dollars lrom sm:n foundations, If
we can take away some of their funding in the process of gaining our own, then we achieve a double benefil.

This fantasy” of a system with checks and balances is an attempt to create a system to prevent many of the problems you (Jack) identified below. The free
market depends cn several features which a constitutional system ideally creates and protects. Conslitutional limits have existed "in theory” for at least 2 centuries, but people
have not understood the underlying principles, and consequently they have violated and compromised them al nearly every tumn. It is precisely because people have not
understood the importance of a separation of powers, checks and balances, and due process, elc. that we have the mafia-like institutions you mentioned. If we don't solve these
problems with checks and balances the system will eventually collapse, and then, what will take its place? We need to promote education and reform using institutions that can
prevent abuse

| agree that some of these people are left-leaning, but they are beginning to recognize the essential role of property nights in society, Consider this .. Karl Marx said, ® In a sense,
the theory of Communism can be summed up in the single sentence; Abolition of privale property " So if even socialists are beginning 1o think about land ownership in posilive
terms, it strikes at the heart of their ideology. This could be an educational ool for getting socialists to adopt a new set of core beliefs. Many times the best advocates for freedom
are those who have converted over from the "dark side.” This is a transition, which will only happen as people come to recognize the value of property rights. It is oo bad they
didn’t learn this earlier, but I'm glad they are beginning to leaming it now.

Negative environmental externalities went largely unregulated, and activists realized that
business leaders were a more likely source of change than government. The first crop of these companies included Ben and
Jerry's, whose founders Ben Cohen and Jerry Greenfield famously donated 7.5% of pre-tax profit to community projects, and
Dame Anita Roddick's The Body Shop, whose “Trade Not Aid” and Greenpeace campaigns built her a reputation for business
ethics.
